As a result, Josh accepted Christ as
his personal Savior and Lord, and he found his life changed through God’s love and grace.

Soon after this life-transforming experience, Josh joined the staff of Campus Crusade for Christ
International and established the Josh McDowell Ministry, a division of CCCIl, headquartered in
Richardson, Texas. Since its inception, the Josh McDowell Ministry has been devoted to
offering evidence for the God “who is passionate about a personal relationship with you.”
